“2011 GREAT EAST TEXAS ART COMPETITION”

Thank you for your interest in entering the “2011 GREAT EAST TEXAS ART COMPETITION!”
This is a juried art competition.  The judge will select six “Certificate of Merit” winners.  Each of these six art pieces will then be eligible to win the $1500 Grand Prize that will be awarded at the completion of the 2011 Marshall Regional Arts Councils membership drive.

Citizens will be invited throughout the membership drive to buy chances to win one of the six “Certificate of Merit” art pieces.  For every $25 given as a tax-deductable contribution to the Marshall Regional Arts Council, they will receive one chance to win their choice of the six art pieces.

Information on the Competition
Artists submitting an art piece must complete a Competition Entry Form and pay the $25 entry fee.

Due to limitations on exhibition space, the competition will be limited to the first 50 completed entry forms with art pieces delivered to the Marshall Visual Art Center on the date and time listed below.

The art and the entry form (along with the $25 entry fee made payable to MRAC) will be delivered at the Marshall Visual Art Center (208 East Burleson, Marshall – 903.938.9860) between 11:00 AM and 5:00 PM on Monday, May 16.  By entering the competition, the artist becomes a member of the Marshall Regional Arts Council at the “Friends” level.

The art entries will be judged by an art professional on Thursday, June 2 at the Marshall Visual Art Center between 3:30 and 5:30 PM.  The judge will have sole responsibility for selecting the six “Certificate of Merit” winners.  All entries will be numbered and the judge will not be given the names of the artists whose work he/she will be judging.  No artists or members of the public will be allowed in the Marshall Visual Art Center during the judging period.

At 5:30PM on Thursday, June 2, the Marshall Visual Art Center will be open to the public and artists.  The six “Certificate of Merit” winners will be announced at 6:00PM.

All art entered in the “2011 GREAT EAST TEXAS ART COMPETITION will be exhibited at the Marshall Visual Art Center from Wednesday, May 18 through Sunday, July 3.  All sale of art during or as a result of this exhibit will be subject to a 15% of sales price commission to the Marshall Regional Arts Council, including the “Certificate of Merit” entries.  Sale of “Certificate of Merit” entries are contingent on their non-selection as the grand prize winner and will be finalized after the September MRAC raffle drawing.

From the Marshall Visual Art Center the six “Certificate of Merit” winners will travel throughout the Harrison, Marion, and Panola counties as part of “THE GREAT EAST TEXAS ART ROAD SHOW!” - (locations and dates to be announced later).  

In September, the artist whose art work is selected by the raffle winner will then be given the $1500 award as the prize!  The date and venue for this event will also be announced at a later date.  The remaining competition winners who were not chosen by the raffle winner will receive a $100 award prize and their “Certificate of Merit”.   The five remaining “Certificate of Merit” art pieces will be available for purchase with a 15% commission going to the Marshall Regional Arts Council.

Criteria

Artist must be over the age of 18 and a resident of the Marshall Regional Arts Council’s tri-county region which includes Harrison, Marion and Panola counties.  Additionally, the competition is open to all current, dues-paid members of the Marshall Art League.

Each artist is allowed to submit one original art piece for the juried completion in any visual art medium (painting, sculpture, clay, photograph, etc).   Note:  Photography will be accepted in the 2011 competition.

All art must be original and must have been completed within the last 12 months.

Size and weight limitations:  The art work cannot be larger than 36” x 48”(including frame) and cannot weigh more than 40 pounds.  Pedestals and supports for any arts piece have similar weigh and size limitations, but must be separate and unattached to the art.

All works on paper and canvas must be framed and wired for hanging or ready for presentation in the exhibition.  Works on paper must be framed under Plexiglas.  With regard to canvas, gallery wraps are acceptable.

Art pieces will be judged on the following criteria:  Originality, Composition, Visual Impact and, Mastery of Medium.

If your art piece is not selected as one of the winners in the juried art competition, you must pick up your art at the Marshall Visual Art Center on Tuesday, July 5 between 10:00AM – 2:00PM unless special arrangements have been made in advance (903.938.9860).

In fairness to all those participating in the competition, there will be no exceptions to the entry date, art work criteria and pickup date.
